BOOK SUGGESTION:
Three Bears In A Boat, By David Soman

LEARNING ACTIVITY: Responsibility Role Playing

SUBJECT CONNECTIONS: English Language Arts,
Performing Arts, Social Studies

MATERIALS NEEDED:

» Responsibility Role Playing cards. Add pictures to each card showing a different
responsibility (e.g., sweeping up a mess, recycling, watering plants, putting away toys,
feeding a pet, and/or putting money in a piggy bank).

INSTRUCTIONS: Introduce students to Riley the Responsible Mouse by playing Riley’s
video.

Next, read the story Three Bears In A Boat and ask students to describe how characters
were responsible.

Divide the class into 3-4 groups and pass out different Responsibility Role Playing cards.

Explain that students will work with their group to put on two skits showing how to be
responsible in a specified situation and what would happen if they were irresponsible.

Give students 15-20 minutes to rehearse their skit performances before inviting them to
perform them in front of the class. Invite students in the audience to reflect upon what was
responsible and irresponsible behavior and why.

SOCIAL STORIES (K-2)

Social Stories are fun and engaging short stories that show a Choose To Be Nice
value in action. Read the story out loud and use the questions to prompt meaningful
discussion.

Story #1: Ms. Richardson always assigns a packet of homework for the week on Monday
and requires the students to turn it in on Friday. Usually Sanjay finishes all of his homework
for the week by Wednesday, but this week was especially busy for him with soccer practice.
Also, there was a part of his math homework that he needed to ask his mom about.

Before dinner on Thursday, Sanjay asked his mom for her help with his last math section
while she was making dinner. She helped him and he finished the work while sitting on

the stool. When he was done, he set his homework on his stool and ran outside to see his
friends for a few minutes. The next morning, when he got to school, he looked in his
backpack for his homework packet, but it was nowhere to be found! Sanjay could feel his
heart thumping. Where could it be? He always keeps it in his backpack so he can turn it in.
Then, it hit him. He was in such a rush to get outside to play that he left it on the stool. Oh
no! What was he going to do? It was due today!

«  What do you think Ms. Richardson will say to Sanjay about his homework?

Story #2: Darnell loves football. He frequently dreams of playing for Notre Dame and

in the NFL. He practices whenever he can to help make his dreams a reality. Sometimes,

he finds himself daydreaming about what it would be like to score the game winning
touchdown in the Super Bowl. However, even though Darnell loves football, he knows that
he has to do well in school too if he wants his dreams of playing in the NFL to come true.

He knows that he has to graduate high school and get into college first before he can even
think about playing professional football. Notre Dame has a great football team, but he must
have good grades to get accepted. As much as Darnell would like to daydream all day about
playing in the Super Bowl, he makes sure to focus, participate, and complete his work in all
of his classes. He uses his agenda to keep track of his assignments so that he does not miss
any work. He keeps his binder organized and makes sure to take notes and study things he
does not understand.

When he encounters something that is difficult, he asks for help from his teachers rather
than giving up. He also does his homework before going out to practice football so that he
will not be too tired to complete it later. He cannot wait to see what his future holds, but he
knows that, for now, he must focus on school.

They can choose roles that include political
leadership, or jobs/ careers that interest them. Students can write in their
CTBN Journal about what they learned and list all of the responsibilities
for the role/job they researched.
